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DEATH OF E.D. GREGORY-Veteran Police Officer Passed Away Yesterday After Brief 
Illness

A second veteran of the local police force passed away within a month when E.D. 
Gregory, who suffered a serious attack of kidney trouble last week, died at the 
city hospital at 6 o'clock yesterday evening.

Mr. Gregory was born Aug. 4, 1854, at Chester, S.C., moving to Brunswick early in 
1889, working as an engineer on the old B & W railway.  He was a member of the 
Brunswick police force for 17 years and for the past two years has served as city 
jailer.

He is survived by his wife and seven children, five daughters and two sons, all of 
whom reside in Brunswick, the eldest being F.J. Gregory, of the fire department, 
Branham Gregory, of the Western Union, and Mrs. W.E. Harrison.

Mr. Gregory was the only remaining charter member of Rathbone lodge, Knights of 
Pythias, which will have charge of the funeral ceremonies, the members of the lodge 
to which he belonged for 24 years, attending in a body.

The funeral will take place at 3 o'clock this afternoon from his late residence 
1004 Wolf street, Rev. C.A. Jackson, officiating.  Interment at Palmetto cemetery 
with A.L. Owens, C.M. Brown, J.H. Tankersley, J.F. Lasserre, Robert Levison and L. 
Ludwig acting as pallbearers.
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
